 “The innovative, creative, and engaging educator in Academia”
The role of faculty needs to change in Academia. Almost all of us complain of students’ learning, classroom attendance, studying and reading habits, and exam results. Since we couldn’t change them and their learning resistance towards our teaching approaches: Let us change... 
Student engagement, team building, collaboration, and connecting are my targets as a teacher, guide, facilitator, actress, friend, and parent. I have a wholistic approach to my students and they can contact me 24/7 for my roles.

I started to use Facebook in my courses in 2007. I have been using various teaching methods, social networks and most Web 2.0 tools since I attended TEL summer school in Ohrid in 2008. This semester I am teaching a “Digital Storytelling” course and planning to use it for educational purpose in future courses. I used these approaches not only in my own departmental IT courses but also for ICT-related courses I gave to other departments like Educational Sciences. In the beginning it was not easy for my students to move to a non-traditional teaching environment. Lately the students in my elective courses are increasing in number, and the qualitative and quantitative feedback I get from them is “good”. 
I presented a paper with a colleague in the ICERI Conference in Spain in November  2009. I am in the process of doing some more research with results. I talked in an online conference for network trainers titled “Facilitating New Forms of Learning” about my teaching experiences and the students’ learning experiences. It caught the attention of the participants. So I am interested in sharing them with the Phd students of the TEL summerschool, who most probably will become teaching faculty in higher education in the future. I am hoping that it will be a challenge for them since someone from inside (a Phd candidate) will be e-lecturing about practical experiences. 
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
